When a student reaches 5+ unexcused absences - all or part of a school day (this could be 5 full days unexcused, 5 unexcused classes periods
over the course of five days, or a combination of both) - the following process is followed to support the student’s attendance.
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Factors teams consider
that could create barriers

to school attendance:
* Homelessness
e HOme Language
Childcare
e Transportation
Mental Health

Students who are credit-
deficient due to truancy have
options in Alternative Education
programming.

When a pattern of attendance at their
home school is established, alternate
programs can be considered such as: .
Appleton Central Program, Higher
Ground, GEDOZ2, Challenge Academy,

GPS, Quest
