This project will open bids on April 1, 2024. The contractor will be given a duration
through December of 2024 to complete the project.

Depending on the size and length of the pipe, the CIPP process can impact the sewer
service to a business or resident from 8 to 24 hours for this project. The residents
may hear sounds, intermittent throughout the project, related to heavy equipment such
as a crane, boilers, air compressor, truck traffic and deliveries of materials. When
installation of the CIPP is taking place, the boilers may run constant through the night.

There is an odor that is emitted in this CIPP process. The odor is from styrene, which
is a component of the resin that cures the line. Styrene has a very distinct odor, for
example, like the smell of latexes, paint or polyester resins. The city has been using
this method of CIPP for many years, so | do not anticipate any problems from the
odor.



The residents will be notified of the project by a courtesy notice from the city and we
will also require the contractor to send a notice out one week prior to the liner
installation. Additional communication from the contractor will be made to the
residents where sewer interruptions will occur.

I have declared your animals, ARCHIE (AUSTRALIAN CATTLEDOG, MALE, N+, L+ 661 2024, R+ 2025
KAUKAUNA VET), as a prohibited dangerous animal after conducting my investigation, which is
summarized below:

e On3/10/2024 Archie was involved in an animal attack vs a human, #A24011172. During
this incident it was reported that Archie was sitting on a chair not showing any signs of
aggression. A family member went to move Archie off the chair and placed Archie on
the ground. Archie then attacked this family member biting the victim multiple times on
the face. This attack caused multiple wounds to the victim. One wound on the victim’s
right cheek was approximately 2 inches in length needing multiple stiches to close the
wounds. Another injury was to the victim’s nose, needing multiple stiches to close. The
most significant wound suffered from the victim was a laceration approximately 4inches
in length above the victims left eye. This wound also needed multiple stiches to close.
This animal attack was considered to be an unprovoked animal attack.

Due to Archie causing serious bodily harm on a peron, (REF. #A24011172), I am declaring the
animals known as ARCHIE (AUSTRALIAN CATTLEDOG, MALE, N+, L+ 661 2024, R+
2025 KAUKAUNA VET) as Prohibited Dangerous Animals that should be prohibited within the
City of Appleton.

IMMEDIATE ACTION IS REQUIRED:

Because ARCHIE (AUSTRALIAN CATTLEDOG, MALE, N+, L+ 661 2024, R+ 2025
KAUKAUNA VET) has been declared as Prohibited Dangerous Animals, you must not bring the
animals into or keep the animals within the City of Appleton. You must immediately comply with
this order, pursuant to City of Appleton Municipal Ordinance 3-134. You may arrange for the
animals to be held outside of the City of Appleton, or the animals will be confined subject to Wis.
