Providing temporary public 6pen space . .. one parking spot at at time.

Q: What is PARK(ing) Day?

A: PARK(ing) Day is an annual, worldwide event where artists, activists, and citizens
independently (but simultaneously) turn metered parking spots into “PARK(ing)”
spaces: temporary public parks and other spaces for people to enjoy. PARK(ing)
Day is a non-commercial project, intended to promote creativity, civic engagement,
critical thinking, unscripted social interactions, generosity and play.

The project began in 2005 when Rebar, a San Francisco art and design studio,
converted a single metered parking space into a temporary public park in downtown
San Francisco. Since 2005, PARK(ing) Day has evolved into a global movement,
with organizations and individuals (operating independently of Rebar but following
an established set of guidelines) creating new forms of temporary public space in
urban contexts around the world.
